Year 6

Any Other Business



Mr Atkinson asked the PTFA for funding for a safe PC chat room which is just for schools- it is available for pupils and staff.  If a pupil joined independently it would cost £26, but as a school it would cost £6 per pupil.  Mr Atkinson asked for £3 per pupil – based on 90 pupils – years 4,5,6 (i.e. 50% of the total cost) =£270 for 1 year. The PTFA agreed to fund this.  After a year the situation would be reviewed.  Mr Atkinson hoped that a potential sponsor could be found to take over the funding then e.g. Pfizer.  The sight is called superclubsplus – it will be available for all to look at during the open afternoon on 11 December.

An open afternoon will be held on 11 December from 3.15 – 4.15.  Helen and Kate to organise refreshments.

Sian passed on that Jeff has requested money for new DVDs for wet weather breaks as the children have all watched the current ones.  He suggested a budget of £60. This was agreed.  It was also suggested that a request be issued for donations of DVDs.

Jeff also requested money for the funding of a party for those pupils who participated in the well organised, but ultimately unsuccessful application for playground partnership resources.  It was felt appropriate to recognise the hard work that these pupils had put in.  Jeff had suggested a budget of £60.  This was agreed.

It was noted that The Times newspaper is issuing tokens for schools in January.  A request for these tokens to be included in newsletter, parish magazine and the shop.
