We will also add learning 

activities each week for you to complete 

together at home.   

 

Please ensure that your child’s name is on 

all their belongings in school, including 

packed lunch boxes and water bottles.      

Reading routine – Please choose and read 

new class library books with your child, 

from the books in the cloakroom area.  We 

will change their reading scheme books and 

provide the children with a phonic book to 

read at home with you.  The children will 

need their book bags, reading books and 

contact books in school every day.
