learning with your child at school.

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Good news from home - Thank you for all the
Good news slips that you have written for
your child. Please continue to tell us about
your child’s learning at home. E.g. writing a
shopping list, counting to 100, getting dressed
without support or swimming across the pool
unaided.

Parent and child review sheet — coming home
soon will be a review sheet for Terms 1 and 2
for you to complete with your child. This will
allow us to gain a more complete picture of
the progress your child is making, their
attitude towards learning and their
perspective of school so far.

Literacy and Maths challenge cards — Please
continue to support your child’s learning in
Literacy and their mathematical thinking by
completing our challenge cards at home.
Please record this work in their Love to Learn
Books.

P.E. lessons every Friday — from this term the
children will begin their P.E. lessons with Mr
Castle. The children will need to get changed
into their kits as independently as possible
and will need to have their kits in school at all
times. Thank you.

Snack Time - The children receive free fruit or
vegetables in the morning at snack time.

After this time
if your child wishes to continue having milk
there is a payable charge.

Reading routine — Please continue to choose and read new class library books with your child
from the books in the cloakroom area. We will change their reading scheme books and phonic
books each week. The children will need their book bags, reading books and contact books in

Phase 2 and Phase 3 sound mats — Coming home this term will be a sound mat. Please
continue to practise any unfamiliar sounds with your child. Once the children are confident
with their Phase 2 phonemes encourage them to read and write simple words using their
sounds. Please keep the mat in their book bags and try to practise a little everyday with your
