Also could parents let us know each day, using the usual secretary@st-margarets-
dover.kent.sch.uk email, if a pupil is ill and unable to do the set work just as you would if we were open as normal so we can make 
the teachers aware they will not receive any completed work that day from your child/ren. Thank you for your help with these 
important matters.
