1. Wellington boots/trainers – (if you would like to send in an older pair of trainers please do as 
I can’t guarantee they won’t get a little muddy).  We will be changing in to these before we 
adventure up to forest school. 
 

2. Water resistant/water proof/warm coat – being outside for an extended period of time, it 
may get cold and could also potentially start raining.  

 
3. Trousers/tights – on days which are a lot colder than normal, I would suggest that trousers 

are worn or tights just for that extra layer of warmth.  
 

We are very much looking forward to exploring forest school and I’m sure your child will come home 
detailing all the wonderful things we have learnt.
