Science
Living things and their habitats

Re-tell Bible stories and stories from another faith about caring for others and the
world.

Identify ways that some people make a response to God by caring for others and
the world.

Talk about issues of good and bad, right and wrong arising from the stories.

Talk about some texts from different religions that promote the ‘Golden Rule’,
and think about what would happen if people followed this idea more.

Use creative ways to express their own ideas about the creation story and what it
says about what God is like.

Explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead, and

things that have never been alive.

Identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and

describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of

animals and plants, and how they depend on each other.

Describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the

idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food.

Observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants.

Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to

grow and stay healthy.
